More information regarding times, the game, morning rehearsal, and the parade will be
provided at a later date once a kickoff time is announced. The morning rehearsal will last
approximately 45 minutes. This rehearsal allows us to integrate your band into the show
and make any final adjustments that may be necessary. The Trojan Walk Parade will line-
up in-front of Smith Hall, approximately 3 hours before kick-off, and step-off 2 hours prior
to the game. If time allows, | encourage you to tour our beautiful campus. Please be
aware that lunch is not provided for you students, and you will need to make appropriate
accommodations; options could be a picnic/packed lunch, eating at our on-campus dining
facilities, etc. All band members must wear their band uniforms to be admitted to the
game (if weather causes issues, we encourage you to use a modified uniform —
uniformed shorts and band t-shirt, etc.). Chaperones are limited to 1 chaperone per 10
band students (this includes directors, bus drivers, etc.). Wind players, battery, and
auxiliary are all permitted. Unfortunately, we cannot accommodate front ensemble/pit at
this time. Group ticket prices are available, but they must be purchased before game day
through the ticket office.
